Categories: Choose up to 3 categories  Use Publisher Rocket to research categories 
related to your book. These are important and can make or break your book.

Keywords: Fill out all 7. Do not use single words here, too broad. Use 
short descriptive phrases that relate to your book and do not use any words in your 
title or subtitle. (action adventure romance) would be a longtail keyword. Type in short 
descriptive phrases in Amazon to see what books come up and how they relate to your 
book.

Publication Date: •Publication date and release date are the same

Release Date: You can schedule book release ahead of time and set a date for 
paperback and hardback.

eBooks go live as soon as you upload them.

Save as Draft: always click this, then you can save and continue, this is so you don’t 
lose all of the information. Book does not go live until you click publish at the end or 
have set up a release date.

ISBN: Add your own ISBN which you purchased from Bowker

The Publisher e.g. Imprint is the name you used to buy the ISBN number

I always advise buying your own ISBN numbers instead of using Free Amazon ISBN 
numbers. Amazon’s can only be used on Amazon and won’t show up in Barnes and 
Noble, libraries and all of the other book stores.

PRINT Options: 

Ink Paper and Type Your choice

Trim size: click on tab to see options, Most books are 5.5”x 8.5” or 6”x 9”

Bleed settings: No Bleed unless you have full page illustrations or other specialty 

Manuscript: Upload your finished manuscript as a pdf.  Should be single pages, not 
spreads. You will be able to view sample and upload revised file as many times as you 
need to, no cost. Same manuscript is used for hardback and paperback.

Book Cover: Click on cover calculator. You fill out details of your book, size, how 
many pages, black and white of color interior, etc and you can download a template.

Your book should not have a barcode, Amazon puts that in place.

AI-Generated Content. Up to you whether you say yes or no,

Create your cover which is a full layout of back, spine and front with 
bleed. Save as pdf and upload. This was set up using Amazon template.

Here’s your 
chance to make sure everything looks the way you want it.

Your Printing Cost: Here you can see how much it will cost you to buy your author’s 
copy .Of course there is shipping and handling added to your purchase

Save and continue: Pricing, royalties, and distribution
Choose what you want to price your book. It’s good to check Amazon and see what 
others authors in your genre are pricing their book at and you can see what your royalty 
(how much you will make on each book)

You can request a proof but it will have giant water mark on it, I think checking the 
preview proof as pdf is good enough. You can Save as Draft or Publish Your 
Paperback Book. This decision depends if you have a launch event set up so that you 
can sell as many books as possible over a 72 hour period,

TROUBLESHOOTING:
When you register your book for the ISBN and the Library of Congress, make sure 
everything is spelled exactly the same. Watch out for extra spaces anyplace. Amazon 
will see that as an error and won’t let you move forward.  Make sure your name is 
exactly the same on Paperback, Hardback and ebook. Watch out for extra space at end 
of ISBN number or before your name. VERY IMPORTANT!

It took me a long time to figure out what was going on when I first 
started publishing books. I made this mistake several times until I saw 
the problem.   Dana Bree is not Dana D. Bree is not Dana D Bree.  
It is exactly what I used to buy my ISBN numbers.

Follow the yellow circles to discover what is trending and best selling now in covers.
